COMPARE PRIVATE CONTRACTING COSTS FOR SUPPORT SERVICES; 

DIRECTING THE STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION AND THE DEPARTMENT 

OF LABOR TO STUDY PRIVATE CONTRACTING COSTS FOR SUPPORT

WHEREAS, the quality of education in Oklahoma is dependent on 

the quality of all services offered by the schools, including 

support services; and  

WHEREAS, the support services, which are those services not 

performed by professional educators or licensed teachers, are 

necessary for the efficient and satisfactory functioning of a school 

district; and  

WHEREAS, the support services for a school district should be 

provided in an efficient and cost-effective manner; and  

WHEREAS, the recent trend of contracting with the private sector 

to perform support services traditionally performed by an employee 

of the school district has created concern over the effect private 

contracting has on the quality of service and the overall economic 

effect to the school districts. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES 

OF  THE 2ND SESSION OF THE 43RD OKLAHOMA LEGISLATURE, THE SENATE 

CONCURRING THEREIN: 

THAT the Oklahoma State Legislature hereby recommends that 

before entering into a service contract, school districts 

investigate and compare the overall cost of providing support 

services with support employees with the costs of contracting with a 

private contractor, which would include comparing direct, indirect 

and continuing costs, and the quality of services.  By so doing, 

school districts will enter into private service contracts with full 

knowledge of the costs and benefits to the school district and the 

public.  The Oklahoma State Legislature further recommends that 

contracting not be based solely on the payment of lower wages or 

benefits to employees of the private contractor than is or was paid 

to support employees performing the same duties and services. 

THAT the Oklahoma State Legislature hereby directs the 

Department of Labor to study and report on the effects private 

contracting for support services has on school districts and the 

state.  The study shall include: 
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1.  A comparison of cost effects, including direct, indirect and 

continuing costs;  

2.  A comparison of the scope, frequency and quality of 

services;  

3.  A review of contract management terms; and  

4.  A review of the long-term costs associated with private 

contracting. 

THAT the Oklahoma State Legislature hereby directs the State 

Board of Education to provide assistance when deemed necessary by 

the Department of Labor in studying the effects of private 

contracting for support services. 

THAT copies of the report shall be dispatched to the Oklahoma 

Legislature, the State Board of Education and the Superintendent of 

Public Instruction. 

THAT copies of this resolution shall be dispatched to the State 

Board of Education, the Superintendent of Public Instruction, and 

the Commissioner of the Department of Labor.
