RESOLUTION NO. 1009 BY: ROSS and PILGRIM

AS INTRODUCED

A RESOLUTION MEMORIALIZING CONGRESS TO PROVIDE AID TO THE
KURDISH REFUGEES AND DECLARE U.S. POLICY CONCERNING THE
KURDISH ISSUE; AND DIRECTING DISTRIBUTION.

WHEREAS, humanitarian efforts by the United States, as directed
by President Bush, on behalf of the Kurdish refugees from the recent
Persian Gulf Crisis, are to be commended; and

WHEREAS, military food rations, blankets and tents have been
supplied to the Kurds in Iraqg's northern region; and

WHEREAS, this aid is important and should be continued and, in
addition, other help including medical aid and protection from the
brutal treatment inflicted by Iragi forces should be provided; and

WHEREAS, as the United States has always been a champion of
democratic movements and has offered unwavering support to people
struggling for freedom, it is imperative that the United States
remain involved with the human rights struggle in Irag and not
abandon innocent people to the barbaric and sadistic savagery of
Saddam Hussein and his henchmen; and

WHEREAS, the United States should not get involved in a people's
struggle if the U.S. is unwilling to see the struggle through to
completion.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES

OF THE 1ST SESSION OF THE 43RD OKLAHOMA LEGISLATURE:



THAT the President of the United States and the Congress of the
United States do all in their power to stop Saddam Hussein from
committing further atrocities against the Kurdish people and to give
needed assistance in the form of food, shelter and medical supplies
to the Kurdish refugees, who have been driven from their homes.

THAT the President and Congress declare the United States policy
concerning the issue of the Kurdish people, and place before the
United Nations proposals for resolving the issue of autonomy for the
Kurds within the borders of Iraqg.

THAT copies of this resolution be dispatched to the President of
the United States, the Oklahoma Congressional Delegation, the
Secretary of the United States Senate and the Clerk of the United

States House of Representatives.
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
