BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION 1. AMENDATORY 43A O0.S. 1991, Section 3-315, 1is
amended to read as follows:

Section 3-315. A. The Board of Mental Health and Substance
Abuse Services shall adopt minimum standards for program
certification for community residential mental health programs and
facilities as provided in this section. The standards shall be
adopted as rules and promulgated by the Board of Mental Health and
Substance Abuse Services pursuant to the provisions of the
Administrative Procedures Act.

B. The program certification standards for community
residential mental health facilities shall be developed jointly by
the Department and the State Department of Health, in consultation
with representatives of the residential care home operators and
administrators and the Long-Term Care Facility Advisory Board. The
standards shall be reviewed at least annually for any necessary

modifications by the Department and the State Department of Health



and any necessary modifications shall be presented to the Board for
its approval.

C. The program certification standards adopted by the Board
shall provide for a system of classification of community
residential mental health facilities based upon the level of care
required by residents of the facility and establish minimum program
certification standards for each classification. The program
certification standards adopted by the Board for each classification
shall be such that residential care facilities having a valid
contract with the Department and licensed by the State Department of
Health on July 1, 1988, shall be qualified and eligible for program
certification within an appropriate classification.

D. The Board shall establish by rule a schedule of rates for
the compensation of or reimbursement for services provided to
eligible individuals by community residential mental health programs

and facilities. Any community residential mental health facility

which meets minimum program certification standards and licensing

requirements pursuant to the Residential Care Act, Section 1-8189 et

seqg. of Title 63 of the Oklahoma Statutes, shall be eligible for

compensation of or reimbursement for such services provided to

residents identified by the Department of Mental Health and

Substance Abuse Services as mentally i1l and in need of community

residential mental health services. Elgible community residential

mental health facilities which provide such services to those

persons determined by this subsection to be elgible recipients shall

be reimbursed by the Department pursuant to the schedule of rates

established pursuant to this section whether or not such facilities

have entered into a contract with the Department for community

residential mental health services.
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SECTION 2. AMENDATORY Section 3, Chapter 139, 0.S.L.

1992 (63 0.S. Supp. 1992, Section 1-1961), is amended to read as
follows:

Section 1-1961. As used in the Home Care Act:

1. "Board" means the State Board of Health;

2. "Certification" means verification of appropriate training
and competence for the provision of personal care;

3. '"Department" means the State Department of Health;

4. "Home care agency" means any sole proprietorship,
partnership, association, corporation or other organization which
administers, offers or provides home care services, for a fee or
pursuant to a contract for such services, to clients in their place
of residence;

5. "Home care services" means skilled or personal care services

provided to clients in their place of residence, which includes a

residential care home as defined in Section 1-820 of this title, for

a fee;

6. "Home health aide" means an individual who provides personal
care to clients in their temporary or permanent place of residence
for a fee;

7. "Personal care" means assistance with dressing, bathing,
ambulation, exercise or other personal needs; and

8. "Skilled care" means home care services performed on a
regular basis by a trained Respiratory Therapist/Technician or by a

person currently licensed by this state, including but not limited
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to a Licensed Practical Nurse, Registered Nurse, Physical Therapist,
Occupational Therapist, Speech Therapist, or Social Worker.
SECTION 3. This act shall become effective September 1, 1993.
