BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA: 

SECTION 1.     AMENDATORY     30 O.S. 1991, Section 1-124, is 

amended to read as follows: 

Section 1-124.  The Office of the Court Administrator 

Administrative Office of the Courts shall prepare a guardianship and 

conservatorship handbook for distribution to the district courts.  

The handbook shall be written in clear, simple language and shall 

include information about the laws and procedures which apply to 

adult guardianships and conservatorships and the duties and 

responsibilities of such guardians and conservators.  In conjunction 

with the guardianship handbook, the Administrative Office of the 

Courts shall develop a summary of the duties of guardians and 

conservators including, but not limited to, statutory notices, 

timetables, and required court approvals.  The summary shall 
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emphasize the significance of timely accountability to the court and 

to the ward as well as the sanctions and penalties which may be 

imposed for failure to comply with the requirements of the law or 

orders of the court.  Copies of the handbook shall be made available 

to the public through the offices of the district court clerks. 

SECTION 2.  This act shall become effective September 1, 1994. 
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
