A Concurrent Resolution reaffirming the House of 

Representatives' support of local school district control 

of discipline by corporal punishment and local school 

district control of voluntary prayer at athletic events 

sponsored by school districts.   

 

 

 

 

WHEREAS, the House of Representatives has gone on record in 

support of local control of discipline in schools by corporal 

punishment by passage of Engrossed House Bill No. 1194 by a margin 

of 94-6 and by passage of Engrossed House Bill No. 1457 by a margin 

of 94-5; and 

WHEREAS, the House of Representatives has gone on record in 

support of voluntary prayer at athletic events sponsored by school 

districts by passage of House Bill No. 1195 by a margin of 95-4. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES 

OF  THE 1ST SESSION OF THE 44TH OKLAHOMA LEGISLATURE, THE SENATE 

CONCURRING THEREIN: 

THAT the House of Representatives hereby reaffirms its support 

of local control of the use of corporal punishment for disciplinary 

purposes and for allowing local boards of education to establish 

policies for voluntary prayer at athletic events sponsored by school 

districts. 
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
