WHEREAS, Colonel Terrence W. LaZar was commissioned an officer  

in the United States Air Force on August 18, 1970, and joined the 

Oklahoma Air National Guard on April 19, 1975; and 

WHEREAS, Terry flew F-100s with the 125th Tactical Fighter 

Squadron, A-7s and C-26s when he was Chief of Standardization with 

the 138th Tactical Fighter Wing, was then promoted to Colonel and 

became the Planning and Programs Officer for Headquarters, Oklahoma 

Air National Guard; and 

WHEREAS, Terry is a distinguished veteran of the Vietnam War 

where he flew F-4 Phantoms; and 

WHEREAS, Terry, known to his comrades as "Gom", "Goombah" and 

"Raghead", was "steady as a rock" and came to love the landing gear 

of the A-7.  Upon his arrival at the Oklahoma Air National Guard, 

Terry chose to emulate the military appearance and posture of his 

mentor, "Ged" Wright; and 

WHEREAS, Colonel Terrence W. LaZar separated from the Oklahoma 

Air National Guard on Sunday, February 11, 1996.
