AS INTRODUCED 

 

A Concurrent Resolution directing that a memorial to the 

U.S.S. Oklahoma be erected by the Oklahoma Historical 

Society; directing dedication ceremonies be held on 

Veterans Day, 1998; and directing distribution. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

WHEREAS, the Oklahoma Legislature is committed to the 

preservation of our state's history and heritage; and 

WHEREAS, on December 7, 1941, a day that will live in infamy, 

the U.S.S. Oklahoma (BB-37) was struck by five torpedoes fired from 

Japanese airplanes; and 

WHEREAS, within fifteen minutes of the attack, the U.S.S. 

Oklahoma (BB-37) was completely capsized, immersing her guns and 

mast in the mud of Pearl Harbor, Hawaii, and taking the lives of 429 

enlisted men and officers; and 

WHEREAS, there are 218 survivors seeking to erect a memorial to 

honor the U.S.S. Oklahoma (BB-37) and her fallen heroes. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES 

OF  THE 2ND SESSION OF THE 46TH OKLAHOMA LEGISLATURE, THE SENATE 

CONCURRING THEREIN: 
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THAT the Oklahoma Legislature directs that a memorial to the 

U.S.S. Oklahoma (BB-37) be erected on the grounds of the Oklahoma 

Historical Society, with dedication ceremonies to be held on 

Veterans Day, November 11, 1998. 

THAT copies of this resolution be distributed to the Oklahoma 

Historical Society, the War Veterans Commission of Oklahoma, the 

U.S.S. Oklahoma Survivors Organization, and the Pearl Harbor 

Association. 
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
