WHEREAS, the Oklahoma State Legislature recognizes the 

historical significance and future potential of Langston University 

for the State of Oklahoma; and 

WHEREAS, in Enrolled Senate Bill No. 1426 of the 2nd Session of 

the 46th Oklahoma Legislature, the Oklahoma State Regents for Higher 

Education were directed and authorized to develop a statewide plan 

for Langston University and present the plan for approval of the 

Legislature; and 

WHEREAS, the State Regents have developed a plan that enhances 

the mission of Langston University and expands the role of Langston 

University within The Oklahoma State System of Higher Education; and 

WHEREAS, the State Regents have submitted the statewide plan to 

the Legislature for approval. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE OF THE 1ST SESSION 

OF THE 47TH OKLAHOMA LEGISLATURE, THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES 

CONCURRING THEREIN: 

THAT the Oklahoma State Legislature approves the statewide plan 

for Langston University developed and presented to the Legislature 

by the Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education. 
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THAT the Oklahoma State Legislature reaffirms its commitment to 

preserving the historical significance of Langston University and to 

realizing the potential of Langston University as a premier 

institution within The Oklahoma State System of Higher Education. 

THAT copies of this resolution be distributed to the Oklahoma 

State Regents for Higher Education and the Board of Regents for the 

Oklahoma Agricultural and Mechanical Colleges.
