A Concurrent Resolution relating to fees of the 

Oklahoma Tourism and Recreation Department; declaring 

certain fees invalid; prohibiting collection of 

certain fees; and directing distribution. 

 

 

 

 

 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Sections 250.2 and 308 of Title 75 of the 

Oklahoma Statutes, the Legislature reserves the right to designate 

the method for rule promulgation, establish policy, determine that a 

rule is not consistent with legislative intent and disapprove any 

rule or any portion thereof at anytime; and 

WHEREAS, on April 20, 2000, the Tourism Commission of the 

Oklahoma Tourism and Recreation Department established new fees and 

increased fees as follows:   

1.  Group Camp    $275.00 (cap of $500.00) 

2.  Teepees     $25.00 (cap of $50.00) 

3.  Covered group picnic 

   pavilions     $150.00 (cap of $200.00) 

4.  Cave camping    $25.00 (cap of $65.00/night); and 

WHEREAS, the Legislature recognizes that the new and increased 

fees are excessive and not consistent with legislative intent. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES 

OF THE 2nd SESSION OF THE 47th OKLAHOMA LEGISLATURE, THE SENATE 

CONCURRING THEREIN: 

THAT the Legislature hereby instructs the Oklahoma Tourism and 

Recreation Department that the following fees are excessive and not 

consistent with legislative intent: 
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1.  Group Camp    $275.00 (cap of $500.00) 

2.  Teepees     $25.00 (cap of $50.00) 

3.  Covered group picnic 

   pavilions     $150.00 (cap of $200.00) 

4.  Cave camping    $25.00 (cap of $65.00/night).

Register”. 
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
