1998,
Sections 33 and 95), which relate to forms for
acknowledgments, execution by mark, and
acknowledgment by corporation; clarifying
authorization for use of certain form for certain
acknowledgment; updating language; amending 60 O.S.
1991, Section 178.11, which relates to acknowledgment
of conveyance, assignment, or other transfer;
conforming language; and declaring an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

Section 34. When real estate is conveyed or encumbered by an
instrument in writing by a person who cannot write his or her name,

ke the person shall execute the same by Bis a mark, and kis the

person’s name shall be written near sweh the mark by one of two
persons who saw sweh the mark made, who shall write their names on
seh the instrument as witnesses. In case sweh the instrument is
acknowledged, then the officer taking the acknowledgment shall, in
addition to the other necessary recitals in the acknowledgment,
state that the grantor executed the instrument, by inserting in the

ordinary form of acknowledgment provided in Section 33 of this title

by individuals after the words "foregoing instrument" the words "by

his the person’s mark, in my presence and in the presence of

and  as witnesses".

SECTION 3. AMENDATORY 16 0.5. 1991, Section 95, as
amended by Section 5, Chapter 238, O0.S.L. 1994 (16 O.S. Supp.
