AS INTRODUCED 

 

An Act relating to commutation of sentence; amending 

57 O.S. 1991, Section 332, as amended by Section 25, 

Chapter 133, O.S.L. 1997 (57 O.S. Supp. 2000, Section 

332), which relates to power of governor; prohibiting 

commutation of sentence for murder in the first 

degree sentenced to life without parole; providing an 

effective date; and declaring an emergency. 

 

 

 

 

 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA: 

SECTION 1.     AMENDATORY     57 O.S. 1991, Section 332, as 

amended by Section 25, Chapter 133, O.S.L. 1997 (57 O.S. Supp. 2000, 

Section 332), is amended to read as follows: 

Section 332.  The Governor shall have power to grant, after 

conviction, reprieves, commutations, paroles and pardons for all 

offenses, except cases of impeachment or murder in the first degree 

sentenced to life without parole, upon such conditions and such 

restrictions and limitations as may be deemed proper by the 

Governor, subject, however, to the regulations prescribed by law and 

the provisions of Section 10 of Article VI of the Oklahoma 

Constitution. 

SECTION 2.  This act shall become effective July 1, 2001. 

SECTION 3.  It being immediately necessary for the preservation 

of the public peace, health and safety, an emergency is hereby 

declared to exist, by reason whereof this act shall take effect and 

be in full force from and after its passage and approval. 
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
