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MESSAGE FROM THE GOVERNOR
Advising of his veto of HB 2387 on May 5, 2006. The veto message reads as follows:

To the Honorable Speaker of the House
and Members of the House of Representatives
Second Regular Session, Fiftieth Oklahoma Legislature

Enrolled House Bill No. HB 2387
By: Benge of the House and Crutchfield of the Senate

This is to advise you that on this date, pursuant to the authority vested in me by Section 11
and 12 of Article VI of the Oklahoma Constitution to approve or object to legislation
presented to me, | have VETOED House Bill 2387. This bill is duplicative, unnecessarily
increases the size and cost of government, and overlaps and conflicts with the constitutional
duties of the State Auditor and Inspector. This legislation unconstitutionally violates the
separation of powers by placing oversight of budgetary expenditures within selected state
agencies or selected state agency programs in a legislative committee.
