MEASURE: HB 3118

SUBJECT: Schools – Academic Achievement Awards 
 
PROVISIONS: Section 1: AMENDATORY. The committee sub for HB 3118 
changes the amount of monetary awards that the Academic Achievement Award (AAA) 
program provides to schools that attain the highest overall student achievement as 
indicated by the Academic Performance Index (API). The AAA program awards the 
three top schools sites instead of four. However for the purposes of AAA program 
awards, this bill creates subgroups, delineating between elementary, middle and high 
schools, in addition to current delineation between all schools in Average Daily 
Membership. As a result, awards can be awarded to best three subgroups in each of the 
five groups that delineate between the Average Daily Membership. Amounts for the top 
four school sites showing the highest annual percentage improvement in each of the five 
groups based on average daily membership. 

• 1st: $3,000 
• 2nd: $2,000 
• 3rd: $1,000 
• 4th: $500 

 
Expands qualified employees to also include early elementary schools which do not 
contain a grade level that is tested under the OSTP Act. 
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
