A Joint Resolution directing the Secretary of Stateto refer to
the people a Constitutional amendment; authorizing the
Attorney General to convene single-county and multicounty
grand juries; ballot title; filing.

Section 1. AMENDMENT Requiring the Secretary of State to
refer to the people for their approval or rejection a proposed Constitutional
Amendment:

Adding aprovision to existing provisions to convene a grand jury by
giving the Attorney General the power to apply to convene either asingle-
county grand jury or a multicounty grand jury or both.

Adding new language that outlines a multicounty grand jury shall be
convened upon the filing of averified application by the Attorney General
who shall have authority to conduct such grand jury in investigating all
character and grades of crime which are alleged to have been committed in
any one or more counties in Oklahoma. Also adding that either type of
grand jury shall have the power to inquire and return indictments for all
character and grades of crime in one county or more in Oklahoma.

Adding new language requiring the Legislature to enact laws to implement
the provisions of this constitutional amendment.

Section 2. BALLOT TITLE Outlines the ballot title for the
proposed Constitutional amendment in Section 1 of this Joint Resolution.

Section 3. BALLOT TITLE DISTRIBUTION Immediately after
passage, the Chief Clerk of the House shall provide the Secretary of State
and the Attorney General with one copy each of the House Joint
Resolution and Ballot Title as set forth in Section 2.
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
