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 Summary
CS for HB 1003 is amendatory language for Section 1-110 of Title 43A.  This bill further clarifies which law enforcement officers will be responsible for transporting individuals, in or outside municipalities, to and from designated sites or facilities for the purpose of examination, emergency detention, protective custody and inpatient services as they relate to the Mental Health Law.  CS for HB 1003 also authorizes law enforcement officials to be reimbursed by the Oklahoma Department of Mental Health and Substance Abuse Services (ODMHSAS) for mileage, meals, lodging and turnpike or toll road fees as provided for in the State Travel Reimbursement Act.  Personal services shall be reimbursed at the rate of $15 per hour where the distance traveled exceeds fifty (50) miles in any round trip.  
Analysis
Based on information provided by the ODMHSAS and using the assumptions listed below, the annual cost of the CS for HB 1003 is estimated to be between $561,000 and $721,000.

Assumptions used in the calculation of the cost:

1.  Clients admitted under Emergency Order of Detention (EOD) status will require 2 round trips (one to get them to the facility and another to take them back to court).
2.  Clients admitted under non-EOD status, but who were admitted in a legal status that implied that they probably came via law enforcement, will require 1 round trip.
3.  Some clients will require a 3rd round trip to court and back.  The higher end of the estimate assumes half of the clients will require a 3rd trip.
3.  Distance is calculated from county seat of the county of commitment to the nearest facility.
4.  Travel speed is assumed at an average of 55 miles per hour.
5.  Two (2) hours waiting time is assumed per round trip.
6.  No assumptions were made about meal/hotel costs because the State Travel 
Reimbursement Act generally requires an overnight stay to claim per diem and this should be extremely rare.  ODMHSAS currently reimburses for mileage and not included in this estimate.
7.  Total cost reimbursement for personal services = $540,000 - $700,000

8.  Assumption for turnpike or toll reimbursement = $21,000

9.  Total projected cost for HB 1003 = $561,000 - $721,000

Long Term Considerations
Any increase in the number of clients transported or the distances traveled will proportionately increase the cost of this legislation.
