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Summary
Committee Substitute for HB 1282 increases the filing fees for civil cases filed in district court. 
Analysis
HB 1282 increases the fee assessed and credited to the Oklahoma Court Information System Revolving Fund from $10 to $25.  The fee increase will allow the Oklahoma Supreme Court to complete the MIS project authorized by the Legislature in 1985, without additional appropriated funding.  The new system will provide continuity in all 77 counties, improve recordkeeping and collections and allow for statistical reporting not currently possible. 

According to the Administrative Director of the Courts, the fee increase should generate an additional $5.6 to $5.8 million annually, which will be used exclusively for the design, conversion and maintenance of the new court information system.
