WHEREAS, on Monday, April 19, 2010, there will be several 
ceremonies held in remembrance of the fifteenth anniversary of the 
bombing of the Alfred P. Murrah Federal Building in Oklahoma City, 
Oklahoma.

On Sunday, April 18, 2010, at 2:30 p.m. on the South Plaza of the 
Oklahoma State Capitol in Oklahoma City, Oklahoma, the Church Women

WHEREAS, the Ribbon of Tangible Hope is created with countless 

panels of cloth showing peoples’ expressions of love for their 
world, protection for that which is endangered on earth, and what 
represents a culture of peace.  The cloth panels measure three feet 
by one and one-half feet with a tie on each corner so they can be 
easily joined together.  The representations of cloth are decorated
