SENATE JOINT
RESOLUTION 65 By: Corn

AS INTRODUCED

A Joint Resolution relating to a permanent rule of
the State Board of Health; disapproving in part
permanent Rule OAC 310:250-3-1, regarding permit fees
for retail food stores; directing promulgation of
rules setting new fees; directing distribution; and
providing an effective date.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Sections 250.2 and 308 of Title 75 of the
Oklahoma Statutes, the Legislature reserves the right to designate
the method for rule promulgation, establish policy, determine that a
rule is not consistent with legislative intent, and disapprove any
rule or portion thereof at any time; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Section 1-104 of Title 63
of the Oklahoma Statutes, the State Board of Health shall be
responsible for adopting and promulgating rules as necessary and
appropriate to carry out the duties and responsibilities of the
State Department of Health; and

WHEREAS, the portion of permanent Rule OAC 310:250-3-1 of the

State Department of Health which specifies the permit fees for
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retail food stores does not reflect the intent of the Oklahoma
Legislature.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE AND THE HOUSE OF
REPRESENTATIVES OF THE 2ND SESSION OF THE 52ND OKLAHOMA LEGISLATURE:
SECTION 1. The Legislature hereby disapproves the following
language of paragraph (8) of subsection (a) of OAC 310:250-3-1 which

states:

“Class R - ‘Retail Food Store’

(A) Initial - $350.00
(B) Renewal - $250.00
(C) Late Renewal - $300.00"

SECTION 2. The Legislature hereby directs the State Board of
Health to promulgate rules which decrease the permit fees for retail
food stores from $350.00 to $150.00 for initial permits, from
$250.00 to $100.00 for renewal permits, and from $300.00 to $135.00
for late renewal permits.

SECTION 3. The Secretary of State is hereby directed to
distribute copies of this resolution to the Governor, the State
Board of Health, and the Editor of “The Oklahoma Register”.

SECTION 4. This act shall become effective November 1, 2010.
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
