Fiscal Analyst: John McPhetridge 
 
HB 1935, in its current form, amends language regarding extraordinary employee contributions 
made by teachers older than 70.  The measure modifies the eligibility for potential appointments 
to the OTRS Board made by the Speaker and the President Pro Tempore.  The measure allows 
the Superintendent of Public Instruction and the Director of State Finance to have a designee 
attend OTRS Board meetings in their place.  The measure amends the title of the OTRS 
Executive Secretary to Executive Director and contains cleanup amendments. 
 
Fiscal Analysis 
 
The Teachers’ Retirement System of Oklahoma (OTRS) contends the amendments remove 
obsolete language or make procedural changes which have no fiscal impact.  The House actuary 
has deemed HB 1935, in its current form, a non fiscal retirement bill under OPLAAA.
