The introduced version of HJR1063 resolves to refer a constitutional amendment to be sent to a 
vote of the people, creating a new Article 30, to be known as the “Oklahoma Sovereignty 
Protection Act,” establishing legislative procedures in the Oklahoma Constitution, allowing 1/3 
of either chamber of the Legislature (34 members in the House or 16 members in the Senate) to 
petition for immediate floor consideration of a bill that declares any federal law unconstitutional 
and requiring such federal act not to be implemented in Oklahoma. The bill will bypass the 
committee process (known as Second Reading per constitutional provision) and prohibits the 
Governor’s veto or other Executive Order otherwise adopting or implementing the federal law.

HJR 1063 (The Oklahoma Sovereignty Protection Act), as introduced, sends to a popular vote a 
measure that includes a Legislative process whereby the Legislature may approve a bill to 
declare null and void as applied to this state any newly passed federal law, order or decision that 
is deemed to have violated or is in conflict with the United States Constitution and that usurps 
powers reserved to the State of Oklahoma. The measure provides for a Legislative petition 
process to bring such bills directly to each floor, prohibits a Governor from exercising a veto or 
countermanding such bills through executive order. 
 
Fiscal Analysis 
 
The provisions of the measure will not create a fiscal cost or savings in and of themselves, 
however should a bill be enacted by the Legislature under the provisions which renders a federal 
action null and void there could be a fiscal impact based on the content of the federal action as it 
relates to the State of Oklahoma.  
 
No special election provision is included with the submission of the measure to the voters, thus 
there will be no measurable costs, aside from ballot printing, associated with the election 
process.
