SUBCOMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION 
 

An Act relating to State Capital and Capitol 
Building; directing the Department of Central 
Services to design and display a plaque or marker 
with certain names; providing for certain placement 
by certain date; requiring the Department to add 
certain names under certain conditions; directing the 
Department to consult with the Military Department 
for certain purposes; providing for codification; 
providing an effective date; and declaring an 
emergency. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA: 

SECTION 1.     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified 

in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 65 of Title 73, unless there is 

created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows: 

A.  The Department of Central Services is hereby directed to 

design and provide for the display of a plaque or other marker 

inscribed with the names of Oklahoma residents who have been awarded 

the Congressional Medal of Honor.  The plaque or other marker shall 

be displayed in an appropriate and dignified manner inside the State 
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 Capitol building in the fourth floor rotunda area.  The plaque or 

other marker shall be placed in the State Capitol building by the 

Department no later than January 1, 2012.  As is appropriate, the 

Department shall update the plaque or other marker to add the name 

or names of any other Oklahoma residents who are awarded the 

Congressional Medal of Honor. 

B.  The Department shall consult and work with the Military 

Department to design the plaque or other marker and to compile a 

list of all Oklahoma residents who have been awarded the 

Congressional Medal of Honor.  

SECTION 2.  This act shall become effective July 1, 2011. 

SECTION 3.  It being immediately necessary for the preservation 

of the public peace, health and safety, an emergency is hereby 

declared to exist, by reason whereof this act shall take effect and 

be in full force from and after its passage and approval. 
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
