BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA: 

SECTION 1.     NEW LAW     A new section of law not to be 

codified in the Oklahoma Statutes reads as follows: 

Of the funds appropriated in Section 7, Chapter 427, O.S.L. 2010 

for the support of public school activities, the State Board of 

Education shall transfer Thirty-five Million Three Hundred Eleven 

Thousand Three Hundred Seventy-five Dollars ($35,311,375.00) to the 

Teachers’ Retirement System of Oklahoma for the purpose of funding 
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 the Teachers’ Retirement Credit created in Section 17-108.2 of Title 

70 of the Oklahoma Statutes. 

SECTION 2.  It being immediately necessary for the preservation 

of the public peace, health and safety, an emergency is hereby 

declared to exist, by reason whereof this act shall take effect and 

be in full force from and after its passage and approval.
