BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA: 

SECTION 1.     AMENDATORY     61 O.S. 2011, Section 110, is 

amended to read as follows: 

Section 110.  All bids shall be sealed and opened only at the 

time and place mentioned in the bidding documents, and read aloud in 

the presence of an administrative officer of the awarding public 

agency, or by an online sealed bidding process conducted pursuant to 

rules which make electronically submitted bids uniformly available 

to the public.  Such bid opening shall be open to the public and to 

all bidders. 

SECTION 2.     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified 

in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 139 of Title 61, unless there is 

created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows: 
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 Any person found in violation of any provision of the Public 

Competitive Bidding Act of 1974, Section 101 et seq. of Title 61 of 

the Oklahoma Statutes, may upon conviction be subject to a penalty 

not to exceed One Hundred Thousand Dollars ($100,000.00). 

SECTION 3.   It being immediately necessary for the preservation 

of the public peace, health and safety, an emergency is hereby 

declared to exist, by reason whereof this act shall take effect and 

be in full force from and after its passage and approval.
