WHEREAS, February 26, 2013 marks the 21
st
 anniversary of the

OF THE 54TH OKLAHOMA LEGISLATURE: 

 

THAT the Oklahoma State Senate commemorates the 21
st
 anniversary 

of the Khojaly tragedy and the senseless loss of more than 600 

innocent lives.

Azerbaijan.
