HOUSE BILL 3400 By: Kern

AS INTRODUCED

An Act relating to intoxicating liquors; requiring
businesses that sell alcoholic beverages or low-point
beer to post certain notice; providing for
codification; and providing an effective date.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION 1. NEW LAW A new section of law to be codified
in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 248 of Title 37, unless there is
created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A. The holder of a license or permit to sell low-point beer for
on-premises consumption shall display a sign containing the
following notice in English and in Spanish:

"WARNING: Obtaining forced labor or services 1is a crime under
Oklahoma law. Call the national human trafficking hotline: 1-888-
373-7888. You may remain anonymous."

B. The sign must be at least eight and one-half (8 1/2) inches
in height and eleven (11) inches in width and displayed in a
conspicuous manner clearly visible to the public and employees of

the license or permit holder.
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SECTION 2. NEW LAW A new section of law to be codified
in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 599.1 of Title 37, unless there
is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A. The holder of a license to sell alcoholic beverages for on-
premises consumption shall display a sign containing the following
notice in English and in Spanish:

"WARNING: Obtaining forced labor or services is a crime under
Oklahoma law. Call the national human trafficking hotline: 1-888-
373-7888. You may remain anonymous."

B. The sign must be at least eight and one-half (8 1/2) inches
in height and eleven (11) inches in width and displayed in a
conspicuous manner clearly visible to the public and employees of
the license holder.

SECTION 3. This act shall become effective November 1, 2014.
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
