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Research Analysis 

 

The committee substitute for HB 2999 modifies the Administrative Procedures Act. The measure 

requires that only members of an agency providing a final decision be authorized to hold an 

executive session and prohibits the presence of participating agency employees, contractors or 

attorneys, except for a counsel who has not served as or advised a hearing officer, prosecutor or 

participant at any hearing prior to the final action before the agency board. The measure requires 

that a record of an individual proceeding include a statement of matters officially noticed on the 

record after notice is given and an opportunity for all parties to present evidence to support or 

refute the statement has been provided. 

The measure prohibits all communications received by or conducted with the hearing examiner, 

administrative head, or agency rendering final decision prior to or following the proceeding, 

outside the presence of all parties. The measure requires that all parties have access to certain 

information. The measure prohibits communication following after conclusion of evidentiary 

record and requires disclosure of additional information, to all parties, if received. Also, the 

measure authorizes a party to reopen evidentiary hearing, and provides that any administrative 

head, examiner, or member of an agency rendering final decision who does not disclose 

communications to all parties withdraw from case and all future proceedings. Finally, the 

measure requires that records be mainlined and provided in compliance with the Oklahoma Open 

Records Act.
