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Research Analysis 

 

The committee substitute instructs the Oklahoma Department of Wildlife Conservation to 

establish a hunting guide license. The fee will be $100 for residents and $300 for nonresidents 

annually. The license requirement will not apply to landowners or agricultural lessees who 

provide guide services on their properties, persons guiding upland bird hunts on commercial 

hunting areas or persons guiding for big game on big game hunting areas. It also will not apply 

to persons involved in hunting dog trials or performance tests sanctioned by the Department of 

Wildlife Conservation or a national hunting dog organization. Those licensed will be prohibited 

from offering guide services on any lake or lands owned or managed by the Department of 

Wildlife Conservation. Those found in violation will be subject to a $1,000 fine or up to six 

months in jail. Any licensed guide convicted of violating daily possession limits or providing 

guide services to any person convicted of violating daily possession limits will have the license 

suspended for one year for the first violation and three years for the second violation. Upon the 

third violation, the license will be revoked and no new license will be issued. 

Any game warden seizing a firearm must turn over the firearm to the county sheriff and include 

an affidavit specifying the condition of the weapon.

CS for SB 216 requires that hunting guides in this state be licensed.  According to officials at the 

Wildlife Department, assuming the same number of hunting guides as fishing guides, the 

estimated income from these licenses is $28,000 annually.
