providing certain means of verification; requiring certain 

presentations be posted online; specifying contents of presentation; 

requiring certain entities to verify certain compliance; specifying 

guidelines for compliance; providing effective dates for certain 

provisions; providing for noncodification; providing for 

codification; and providing an effective date.
