AS INTRODUCED

An Act relating to Compulsory Insurance Law; awarding
attorney fees and certain costs for motor vehicle
accidents in certain circumstances; providing for
codification; and providing an effective date.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION 1. NEW LAW A new section of law to be codified
in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 7-150 of Title 47, unless there
is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

In any civil action to recover damages arising out of an
accident involving the operation of a motor vehicle against a
defendant or respondent who is not in compliance with the Compulsory
Insurance Law, the prevailing plaintiff or claimant on such cause of
action shall be awarded a reasonable attorney fee, court costs and
other reasonable expenses of bringing suit.

SECTION 2. This act shall become effective November 1, 2015.
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
