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Research Analysis 

 

SB 1381 alters certain requirements for the positions of Executive Director of the Office of 

Juvenile Affairs (OJA) and Director of Corrections. 

 

The requirement that the OJA Executive Director have served or worked in the corrections or 

juvenile justice field is removed. The measure also provides that a master’s degree or other 

advanced degree is still required, while deleting the option for substitution of a bachelor’s degree 

plus additional work experience.  

 

The bill removes the requirement that the Director of Corrections have served or worked in the 

correctional field. A master’s degree would still be required, but the option for substituting a 

bachelor’s degree and additional work experience is removed.
