5. Forensic laboratory personnel of the Oklahoma State Bureau

of Investigation as designated by the Executive Director.

B. Any first responder administering an opiate antagonist in a
manner consistent with addressing opiate overdose shall be covered
under the Good Samaritan Act.

SECTION 2. This act shall become effective November 1, 2017.
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
