WHEREAS, youth around the state strive daily to improve the 

quality of life within their counties and work to make Oklahoma 

communities better for all citizens; and 

WHEREAS, 4-H is actively engaged in helping its members create 

the best future possible by developing valuable life skills such as 

self-esteem, leadership and citizenship; and 
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 WHEREAS, youth involved in 4-H are led by nearly 19,000 caring 

adults whose generosity of time helps club members develop courage, 

confidence, determination and entrepreneurship within themselves;

WHEREAS, more than 157,000 Oklahoma youth are reached through 4-

valued at a $2.9 million contribution back to their communities and 

state; and

Extension Service provided by Oklahoma State University and Langston 

University, continue to work together to follow the 4-H motto of "To 

Make the Best Better" in all communities across the state.
