A Concurrent Resolution recognizing and celebrating
the Fiftieth Anniversary of the Oklahoma Museums
Association.

WHEREAS, the Oklahoma Museums Association assists a variety of
institutions in responding to community need and audience
engagement, professional development for teachers, and education
resources for Oklahoma's students; and

WHEREAS, the Oklahoma Museums Association encourages curiosity,
enjoyment, and education for every generation and every community;

WHEREAS, the Oklahoma Museums Association has served to bring
important recognition of all museums, the growth of professional
standards, and training; and

WHEREAS, the Oklahoma Museums Association serves as a model for
state museum associations across the nation gaining recognition as a
leader in the field.
