General, head of Air Force Research and Development and Acquisition,
and primary defense advisor to President Ronald Reagan, among
countless other board and advisory positions; and

WHEREAS, the Stafford Air and Space Museum in Weatherford
highlights Lieutenant General Stafford’s career and will continue
sharing the legacy of this incredible Oklahoman through its exhibits
and educational events.
