designating the CDR Ernest Evans, First Tribal 

Recipient of the Medal of Honor, Memorial Trail; 

directing markers be placed; providing for 

codification; and providing an effective date. 

 

 

 

 

 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA: 

SECTION 1.     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified 

in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 1698.398 of Title 69, unless 

there is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows: 

The section of State Highway 18 beginning at Black Bear Creek on 

the north edge of Pawnee extending north to the intersection of the 

State Highway 15 shall be designated as the "CDR Ernest Evans, First 

Tribal Recipient of the Medal of Honor, Memorial Trail".  The 

Department of Transportation shall cause suitable markers bearing 

that name to be placed on the roadway. 

SECTION 2.  This act shall become effective November 1, 2023. 
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
