AS INTRODUCED

An Act relating to state government; amending 74 0O.S.
2021, Section 85.43, which relate to annual reporting
of acquisitions; requiring audit of certain
acquisitions; providing for payment of audit; and
providing an effective date.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:
SECTION 1. AMENDATORY 74 0.S5. 2021, Section 85.43,

amended to read as follows:

Section 85.43 A. Each chief administrative officer of a state

agency shall submit to the State Purchasing Director by November 1

of each year a report listing all acquisitions exceeding the

agency's acquisition threshold amount for the preceding fiscal year

and identify the following:

1. Professional services contracts;

2. Nonprofessional services contracts;

3. Sole source and sole brand acquisitions; and

4. Contracts for the leasing of personal property other than a

lease acquisition utilizing a statewide contract.
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B. The report shall contain:

1. The name of the supplier;

2. A description of each acquisition;

3. The purchase price of the acquisition; and

4. The total amount expended to date for the preceding fiscal
year for the acquisition.

C. The state agency shall additionally submit the report to the
State Auditor and Inspector and, upon request, to any member of the
Appropriations and Budget Committee of the House of Representatives

or Appropriations Committee of the Senate.

D. The State Auditor and Inspector shall review—the—report—Ffor
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rapd—aeguisitieons annually audit

all agency's acquisitions identified in section A that exceeds the

threshold and are approved by the Office of Management and

Enterprise Services for compliance with statutes and rules or other

provisions of law. The expense of the audit shall be paid by the

Office of Management and Enterprise Services.

SECTION 2. This act shall become effective November 1, 2023.
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
