AS INTRODUCED

An Act relating to higher education; prohibiting
segregation of students in any state educational
institution; defining term; including certain
buildings and facilities; prescribing penalty for
violation; providing for codification; and declaring
an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION 1. NEW LAW A new section of law to be codified
in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 3104 of Title 70, unless there
is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A. Segregation of students in any state educational
institution, as defined in Section 3102 of Title 70 of the Oklahoma
Statutes, on account of race, creed, color, or national origin is
prohibited.

B. The prohibition provided in subsection A of this section
shall include, but is not limited to, all classrooms, buildings, and

housing facilities of state educational institutions.
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C. Any violation of this section shall result in the
termination of employment of the violator.

SECTION 2. It being immediately necessary for the preservation
of the public peace, health or safety, an emergency is hereby
declared to exist, by reason whereof this act shall take effect and

be in full force from and after its passage and approval.
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
