HB3505 provides that powers of attorney, wills, trusts or other estate planning instruments are
invalid if they are created or changed after the originator of the instrument is diagnosed with
Alzheimer's, dementia or another cognitive impairment disorder or if they were created or
changed two years prior to a diagnosis.
