SB809 modifies the definition of "cocktail" or "mixed drink" under the Oklahoma Cocktails To 

Go Act, expanding beyond the current law's specified examples. The measure permits mixed 

beverage and mixed beverage/caterer combination licensees to offer curbside pickup and 

delivery services.  

 

Additionally, customers are permitted to transport a sealed container from the licensed 

establishment after purchasing a cocktail, provided they are instructed by the licensee to store it 

out of reach in the driver's compartment.
