AS INTRODUCED 

 

An Act relating to public finance; enacting the 

Taxpayers' Right-to-Know Act of 2024; prescribing 

procedures related to the general appropriations 

bill; requiring certain interval prior to final 

passage; providing for computation of interval; 

providing for codification; providing for 

noncodification; and providing an effective date. 

 

 

 

 

 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA: 

SECTION 1.     NEW LAW     A new section of law not to be 

codified in the Oklahoma Statutes reads as follows: 

This act shall be known and may be cited as the "Taxpayers' 

Right-To-Know Act of 2024". 

SECTION 2.     NEW LAW     A new section of law to be codified 

in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 34.601 of Title 62, unless there 

is created a duplication in numbering, reads as follows: 

The general appropriations bill, exempt from the single subject 

provisions of Article V, Section 56 of the Oklahoma Constitution, 

shall remain pending before its respective legislative chamber for 

not less than three (3) days, excluding Saturdays, Sundays and 



holidays, following the time of the most recently approved amendment 

to the measure, if any, and the consideration of the measure for 

final passage.  For purposes of this section, the three-day period 

shall begin at the hour and minute, to be recorded in the journal of 

the chamber, as of which the measure is advanced from general order 

and placed before the chamber for its final reading whether a third 

reading or fourth reading and the expiration of the three-day period 

shall be computed as of the end of the third twenty-four hour period 

using the same hour and minute as determined to begin the three-day 

period. 

SECTION 3.  This act shall become effective November 1, 2024. 
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
