HB 1376 as introduced, increases members of the Board of Dirctors for the Oklahoma Alliance 

for Manufacturing Excellence (OAME) from five to nine members. The measure also requires 

the executive director of the Oklahoma Center for the Advancement of Science and Technology, 

a designee from the Oklahoma Department of Commerce, and a designee from the Oklahoma 

Department of Career and Technology Education to be ex officio members of the board. The 

Chancellor of Higher Education is no longer required to be an ex officio member of the board. 

Additionally, the measure reduces the number of people who are not otherwise qualified to be a 

director to serve as a director on the OAME board from three to one.

Fiscal Analysis 

 

HB 1376 modifies the composition of the board of directors relating to the Oklahoma Alliance 

for Manufacturing Excellence. The measure does not mandate any expenditure by a state agency, 

and any required changes to process at the agency level are expected to be absorbed through 

existing agency resources. Therefore, the measure is not anticipated to have a direct fiscal impact 

on the state budget or appropriations.
