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Bill Summary and 

Fiscal Analysis: 

 

SB 574 would expand the meaning of “political subdivision” as it relates to opioid settlements to 

include the board of regents or board of trustees of a state educational institution which is a 

member of The Oklahoma State System of Higher Education. The measure would authorize the 

Attorney General to use up to 10% of the funds appropriated to the Oklahoma Opioid Abatement 

Revolving Fund for statewide opioid abatement projects. The measure’s provisions would have 

no overall fiscal impact to the state. 
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
